revealed inflammatory stranding adjacent to
the cecum centered around the diverticula.
Several foci of air along the adjacent mesentery
(FIGURE 1). The appendix is normal in
caliber. Final diagnoses of cecal diverticulitis
with macroperforation was made. Patient was
treated with IV ciprofloxacin and flagyl. His
symptoms gradually improved.
